INTERGOVERNMENTAL LEASE AGREEMENT 

This Intergovernmental Lease Agreement ("Lease") is made and entered into on the date 

it is first fully executed by the parties hereto, by and between the City of Urbana, Illinois, a 

municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as the "City", and Champaign County, Illinois, 

hereinafter referred to as the "County" (collectively, the "Parties"). 

WHEREAS, the County is a unit of local county government within the State of lllinois; 

WHEREAS, the City is a municipal corporation, a body politic, and a home rule unit of 

government pursuant to Article VII, Section 6 of the Illinois Constitution of 1970; and 

WHEREAS, Section IO of Article VII of the Constitution of the State of Illinois, 1970 

and, the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act (51LCS220/l-220/9) provide authority for local 

governments to contract or otherwise associate among themselves to obtain and share services 

and the exercise, combined or transfer any power or function in any manner not prohibited by 

law or ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, The County and the City desire to cooperate in the storage ofthe City's 

back-up computer servers in the upper level of the Brookens facility, a location that provides a 

desirable degree ofsecurity and protection for said servers in the event that the City's computers 

servers at the City Building at are incapacitated by a severe stonn or other catastrophic event; 

and 

WHEREAS, the City and the County desire to enter into this Lease with the for the 

purpose of memorializing the respective Party's rights and responsibilities with regards to said 

use of the Brookens facility, including identifying a reasonable amount of consideration to be 

paid by the City to the County for the use of said space.

NOW THEREFORE, in exchange of good, valuable and mutual consideration which the 

Parties hereto acknowledge as having in hand received and for the exchange of the terms, 

conditions and covenants contained in this Lease, the City and the County hereby agree as 

follows: 

Section 1. Recitals The recitals set forth above are hereby incorporated by reference in 

this section. 

Section 2. Premises subject to the lease. The portion of the Brookens facility that is the 

subject of this Lease is a portion ofa room located in the upper level of said facility in the 

balcony overlooking the gym, which room is depicted in Exhibit .. A" attached hereto and 

incorporated by reference herein, having an area of approximately twenty-five square feet. 

Section 3. Use of the premises. The City shall use the premises for the purpose of 

storing, operating and maintaining one Power 7 computer server, one Uninterruptible Power 

Supply (UPS) and other computer back-up equipment to function as an emergency back-up for 

computer servers operated and maintained by the City at the City Building. Employees of the 

City shall have access to all common areas in the Brookens facility as necessary to access and 

use the premises described in Section 2 of this Agreement for operating, maintaining and 

repairing the said computer servers, and shall have access to restroom facilities in said facility 

when present at that facility for purposes of operating, maintaining and repairing said computer 

servers.

LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE COUNTY OF CHAMPAIGN 

AND THE REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION 


THIS LEASE AGREEMENT is and entered into this first day of January, 2017, by and 
between the County of Champaign, Illinois, (hereinafter referred to as "LANDLORD'') and the 

Champaign County Regional Planning Commission, (hereinafter referred to as "TENANT"), 

ARTICLE I 

Premises 

Landlord does hereby lease to Tenant office space located Pod 100 of the Champaign County 
Brookens Administrative Center, which is located at 1776 East Washington Street, Urbana, Illinois. 
The Tenant will lease 15,950 square feet of office space during the period of January 1, 2017 ­
December 31, 2021. The office space leased is Identified in the floor plan of the Brookens 
Administrative Center, which Is attached as Exhibit 11 A11

ARTICLE II 

Term 

This lease shall be for a five-year period commencing on January 1, 2017 and endtng on 
December 31, 2021. The lease term shall automatically renew for one year periods thereafter, 
commencing January 1, 2022, unless the Tenant gives Landlord at least ninety (90) days prior to the end 
of each lease period that the Tenant does not wish to renew the lease.

ARTICLE IV 

Utllltles 

Landlord shall provide electric current, plumbing, and heat and air conditioning, during the 
appropriate seasons. Tenant agrees to pay for all utilities utilized at a cost to be pro-rated monthly based 
on the square footage occupied by Tenant as compared to the total monthly utility cost for the Brookens 
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Administrative Center. landlord shall not be liable for failure to furnish or for suspension or delays in 
furnishing any utilities caused by breakdown, maintenance or repair work, strike, riot, civil disturbance, 
or any cause or reason whatsoever beyond the control of the Landlord. 

ARTICLEV 

Use of Premises

Dear Board Chair Weibel and Members of the Board: 

As you are aware, at the November 2016 general election, a majority ofvoters who voted on the 
proposition to establish the County Executive Form of Government in Champaign County voted in favor 
of the proposition. According to Illinois law. once that occurs, the board shall proceed to establish the 
county executive form ofgovernment in accordance with Division 2-5 of the Illinois Counties Code, SS 
ILCS 5/2-SOOS(c). 

Pursuant to the 1970 Illinois Constitution, the chief executive officer shall have the duties end 
powers provided by law and those provided by county ordinance. 

Much like the traditional township form ofgovernment, authorized by the Illinois Constitution of 
1848, adopted by Champaign County in 1859, and in place since that time, while the Counties Code end 
other state laws end federal laws establish authority and required duties of the local government, it is the 
priorities of the people of Champaign County which has and will continue to drive the operation of the 
county government in accordance with the statutes, ordinances, and resolutions which instruct appropriate 
governance. Each county in Illinois varies to most fully represent the desires and customs ofthe citizens 
ofthat county. 

Champaign County governance has evolved with each sitting board, reflecting the citizens of 
Champaign County. No one could read the Counties Code Division on County Board authority and fully 
understand the values, vision, and priorities of Champaign County - or the practical functioning of the 
Champaign County Board. In the same way, no one can read the Counties Code Division on County 
Executives ond understand and envision exactly how Champaign County will establish the county 
executive fonn ofgovernment 
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Establishing a new form of governance will be a significant, ongoing task. It is wise to consider 
incremental implementation, which respects the successful referendum without expanding the scope of 
County government to an unsustainable model.
