Case Synopsis: On 2/2/2025, Champaign County Sheriff Deputies responded to an address in Urbana 
for a domestic dispute.

The male remains in custody at 
the Champaign County Jail.

Case Synopsis: On Wednesday (02/05/25) at approximately 1835 hrs, a Champaign County Deputy 
Sheriff was dispatched to place a phone call to an individual, who had wished to report a driver that 
had been operating his motor vehicle with a revoked Illinois driver’s license.
